FROM OUR CLERGY

On Miracles and Wonder on Chanukah

“Did I ever tell you how I almost burned down our entire apartment building on a quest for 
truth and understanding?” I posed this question to my former rabbinical school roommate, 
when I saw him a few weeks ago at the Union of Reform Judaism’s Biennial Convention 
in Toronto.  He hadn’t heard the story, but was relieved to learn of it AFTER he no longer 
had to worry about living under the same roof as me. 

“DO I BELIEVE IN MIRACLES?” was the note that I wrote to myself in blue ink on a 
torn piece of white paper just before retiring to bed after spending � ve grueling hours 
circling around this question for an essay about Chanukah.  Where exactly I left that hand 
written note that night and what became of it, I will share in a moment, but � rst the question:  

DO I BELIEVE IN MIRACLES?  It was an appropriate question.  After all, Chanukah is 
a holiday rooted in remembrance of miracles.  At this time of year we recall the miracle of 
the oil cruse � lled with just enough oil to burn for one day, which miraculously burned 
for eight days thereby giving the High Priests enough time to � nd more oil to keep the 
light burning.  At the same time, we also remember the remarkable military victory of a 
small band of Maccabees, who miraculously were able to overcome a far superior army and 
recapture the land, rededicate the Temple, and reestablish Jewish rule in Israel. 

On Chanukah, our liturgy reminds us to thank God for shehasani nisim lavoteinu ulimoteninu 
bayamim haheim, for the miracles shown to our mothers and fathers in days of old, AND 
bazman hazeh, for miracles in our days-- in these days, right now. 

And yet, for me, the question still burned:  DO I BELIEVE IN MIRACLES?  Certainly I was 
suspect of miracles back then as I often am now.  Today when I hear people say: “It’s a miracle!” --
like when there is a terrible accident and everyone involved perishes except this one little girl 
and a reporter at the scene announces:  “It’s a miracle that this girl survived!” --I can’t help 
but think, but wait, EVERYONE ELSE didn’t!  Is this how God works in the world?  Are 
God’s miracles that selective? And even if miracles happen, who are we to even say this or that 
is an act of God?
 
DO I BELIEVE IN MIRACLES?  Our tradition teaches that one should always believe in 
the possibility and reality of miracles.  Actually, our morning prayers teach us to consider 
the otherwise-ordinary-taken-for-granted-things in life as miracles from God. For example, 
that we wake up in the morning, that our bodies function, and that the sun is shining, are 
all realities that are to be interpreted as miracles from God for which we should be grateful. 
At the same time, our tradition also teaches that we are not to ever count on miracles to 
save the day because a miracle might not happen.  

DO I BELIEVE IN MIRACLES?  After writing these words on a piece of paper, I returned 
to my room and fell asleep.  The next morning I noticed a sweet, powerful smell of vanilla 
candle wax wafting from the tiny, cramped closet down the hall which I called “my of� ce.”

When I looked into the room, I realized that before going to sleep I did not extinguish the 
candle that I had lit the previous night and it had burned unsupervised for 7 hours.  The still 
burning candle looked like a lump of mush with the gooey vanilla wax seeping out from 
every corner and dripping upon my desk and onto the � oor.  And it had burned all night 
right next to stacks of dry kinder box papers piled 10 inches high and surrounded by 
highly � ammable books with titles like: “God Was Not in the Fire” and “Your Word is Fire.”  
Without a doubt, had a � re started here, it would have taken with it the entire building.  Now 
here is the kicker:  Directly atop of the still burning candle � ame and covered in silky 
wet vanilla wax, and yet in someway, somehow, not a� ame was my note: DO I BELIEVE 
IN MIRACLES?   

So…Do I believe in miracles?  Yes, Maybe. Sometimes.  I won’t count on them to save me 
in a pinch, but I will never give up hope that a miracle might just happen when I need 
it most.   

Happy Chanukah! May these days and weeks ahead be � lled with wonderful miracles 
and wonders, with joy and peace and togetherness for you and your entire family.
